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1. I, Douglas Wacker, Captain United States Marine Corps, the convicted at a General Court-Martial for a single specification of violating Article 133, conduct unbecoming of an officer, offer this post trial agreement to the convening authority under R.C.M. 1105. 

2. That for good consideration and after consultation with my counsel, I agree to accept the charge and specification as listed below at a Commanding General’s non-judicial punishment, provided the convening authority, at the completion of this non-judicial punishment, agrees to disapprove the findings from my general court-martial of 11 March 2011.
3.  I understand that the jurisdictional limits on punishment at Commanding General’s NJP are as follows: forfeiture of one-half of one month's pay for 2 months and arrest in quarters for 30 days and or a reprimand. 

4.  I expressly understand that this pretrial agreement will become void in the event:  (1) I refuse to accept NJP for the charge and specification listed below.  I understand that if this agreement becomes null and void that the Convening Authority is free to withdraw the charges from NJP and that my conviction at court martial will not be disapproved.

5.  My counsel has fully advised me of the meaning and effect of my decision to accept NJP, and I fully understand and comprehend the meaning thereof and all the attendant effects and consequences.    

6.  I am satisfied with my defense counsel in all respects. 

7.  I accept NJP for the following charges:  
Violation of Article 133 of the UCMJ, In that Captain Douglas S. Wacker, United States Marine Corps, on active duty, did at or near San Diego, California, on or about 21 June 2007, while the said Captain Wacker was a student at the University of San Diego School of Law in the Marine Corps Excess Leave Program (Law), with intent to deceive, make a false statement before a Critical Issues Board at the University of San Diego in the case of the said Capt Wacker, to wit:  that he did not have sexual intercourse with Jessica Brooder on or about 3 April 2007, or words to that effect, which statement was totally false, and was then known by the said Captain Wacker to be so false, and which conduct was unbecoming of an officer and a gentlemen.
8.  It is expressly understood that I will not commit any act of misconduct chargeable under the Uniform Code of Military Justice between the date both parties have signed this agreement and the date of the NJP.  Any UCMJ violation on my part after all parties sign this agreement and before the date of the NJP is held, will be grounds for withdrawal from this agreement by the Convening Authority.

9.  I understand and agree that, in return for my accepting NJP, the Convening Authority will disapprove the general court martial conviction for the above stated violation.  
10.  There are no other agreements, oral or written, express or implied, between myself and the Convening Authority, or any other representative of the government, except those written and contained in this agreement.
