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	GENERAL COURT-MARTIAL
STIPULATION OF EXPECTED TESTIMONY:  Mr. Ty Angeron & Mr. Josh Haywood.

The defense and trial counsel hereby stipulate that  Mr. Ty Angeron and Mr. Josh Haywood would have testified as follows.
Ty Angeron would testify:  I was the manger of the Royal St. Charles Hotel on 3 and 4 April 2007.   There were several security cameras in the hotel, including the lobby, on that date.  I know that the video footage of the lobby was kept for about a month and then deleted.  After reviewing my memory and the business records from the hotel, I know that Josh Haywood was the night manager on 3 April 2007 and the morning of 4 April 2007 and rented the room to Capt Douglas Wacker for 3 persons.  It is the hotel's policy to not rent rooms to people that look or appear like they are going to facilitate a crime.  I consider having sex with 2 passed out women a crime.  In fact, we reserved the right to refuse service to anyone for any reason.
Josh Haywood would testify:  On 3 April 2007, I rented the room 1008 to Capt Wacker for 3
persons.  The only way I would know how many people were staying in the room would be if the customer informed me of such or if the situation was obvious that the room was for 3 people.  I would not have rented that room to Capt Wacker if I believed that a crime was going to be committed.  I believe that Capt Wacker must have disclosed that the room was for 3 persons or from the situation I saw, I knew that it was for three people.  If I had seen Capt Wacker renting that room for himself and 2 passed out females on the lobby couch, there is no way that I would have rented that room.  Put another way, if I thought Capt Wacker was going to rent a room from the hotel and then take 2 women who were too drunk to consent to sex up stairs to sleep with him then I would not have rented that room.  Alternatively, if I saw Capt Wacker with 2 adult women that seemed fine and they were all going to rent the room toghether,  then I would have rented him the room.  At no time on 3 or 4 April 2007 was it brought to my attention that a crime of any sort took place at the Royal St. Charles Hotel.  I never saw anything to make believe a crime had taken place.
