Personally, I believe that e-mails such as the one Mr. Nikiforos wrote

yesterday, are reckless, unprofessional, and defamatory.  In my opinion,

Mr. Nikiforos is out of control and a real threat to the environment

here at the VA.  Under the circumstances, to keep Mr. Nikiforos in the

position he is in right now, allows him the continued possibility to

inflict serious damage at the VA on their infrastructure, as well as the

very real possibility of inflicting serious reputational damage on me,

his Team, and CSSS.NET.
