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1. Pursuant to Mil.R.Evid. 201, the government respectfully requests that the court take judicial notice of the following adjudicative facts:

a. That the accused entered active duty as a commissioned officer on 13 November 2001 and has remained continuously on active duty since that date.

b. That on 3-4 April, 2007 and 21 June, 2007, the accused was enrolled as a law student in the Excess Leave Program (Law).

c. That the Excess Leave Program (Law) is an educational program designed to allow a Marine Corps officer to attend law school in order to obtain the education necessary for designation as a Marine Corps Judge Advocate.

d. That 3 April, 2007 was a Tuesday.

e. That the Royal St Charles Hotel in New Orleans is located at 135 Saint Charles Avenue.

f. That the Daiquiri Delight Shop in New Orleans is located at 300 Bourbon Street

g. That the Razzoo Bar and Patio in New Orleans is located at 511 Bourbon Street.

h. That the Funky Pirate Bar and Grill in New Orleans is located at 727 Bourbon Street.
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
