Theft/Negligence 

Mr. Faranso:

I am writing on behalf of my client who visited your BT’s establishment as a “business invitee” and suffered a loss of approximately $3,000.00 while inside your establishment between the hours of approximately 11:30 p.m. and 1:30 a.m. on Saturday evening/Sunday morning January 15 and 16.

During my client’s visit, my client entered the “VIP Area” for a private dance from a female exotic dancer who subsequently stole approximately $3,000.00 from him.  My client had been carrying approximately $5,000.00 on his person and did not realize that the money had been stolen until the following morning when he checked my pant pocket and found that approximately 30 [$100.00] bills were missing from his pocket.

My client spoke with two (2) managers at your establishment to inquire about whether the money was recovered and/or to identity the woman who stole $3,000.00 from him. 

In addition to my client’s personal testimony, I have spoken to several witnesses who have confirmed the approximate amount of money my client had been carrying that night.  

We note that a business owner owes a duty to business invitees to make the business premises reasonably safe.  We further note that this duty includes the imposition of adequate controls and/or policies regarding agents, employees, and/or personnel who actively engage business invitees.  We further note that this duty includes the use of adequate and proper lighting in the business premises.  My client has indicated that the room he was taken to in the “VIP Area,” and for which he was required to pay a BT’s security employee $20.00 to use, was dark and unlit, making it foreseeable that a theft of personal property would occur and go unnoticed.  

Because of the relatively small amount of money at issue, my client would like to amicably resolve this matter without involving the Dearborn Police Department or initiating a civil action against the Dearborn Avenue Bistro, Inc. (which costs of suit and attorneys’ fees for both parties would exceed the amount necessary to make my client whole and/or fairly and reasonably settle his claim).  Accordingly, we hereby request that your establishment identify the woman who stole from my client and recover his property and/or reimburse my client for the loss he suffered at your establishment. 

This letter is without prejudice to any of my client’s legal rights all of which are hereby expressly reserved.  Please do not hesitate to contact me at [INSERT] to discuss a fair and reasonable settlement of this matter.
