I feel that I am being treated unfair and unjust.  I feel that Marines in the command deck do not agree with the Military Justice System and are trying to inflict their own disciplinary action against me for a Special Court Martial that I was acquitted for after the fact.  Immediately following my acquittal I began to feel shunned from the battalion and banished to Headquarters Battalion on mainside.  I was being told that I can’t walk around the battalion (Brown Field) and talk to Marines.  I had to be escorted around to say good bye to a few civilians and our unit’s Chaplain. I have not received any adverse paperwork while at OCS and in April of 2011 I was told by SgtMaj Ruff that because I haven’t dropped my pack, maintained a strong work ethic and I have been doing good things for OCS in the Curriculum section I can remain at OCS.  I was allowed to stay at OCS and I have continued to work hard.  After my Acquittal of my court marital I feel that I am being fired from my job at OCS not only as a Sergeant Instructor but as an Instructor in Academics.  I was told by a Competent authority that the Commanding Officer, Colonel Jackson and the Battalion SgtMaj, SgtMaj Ruff stated that they have no faith and confidence in my abilities and want me out of the unit.  But I feel that although I have been judged by a jury of my peers and acquitted they still consider me guilty.  I believe that they do not agree with the end result of my trial by the actions and the communication that I have received over the past few days.        

-On Saturday August 6, 2011 after the trial I was told by 1stSgt Lietchy, H&S Company 1stSgt, that SgtMaj Ruff wanted me to take leave to have some time to decompress and to come in on Monday to gather up all of my belongings in my locker and my desk.  1stSgt Lietchy stated that the OCS command was going to send me TAD to Headquarters Battalion or Weapons Field Training Battalion.  He also asked where I wanted to be stationed.  I replied, “California.”  I briefly asked 1stSgt Lietchy if I would be able to receive my Special Duty Assignment back pay since I was acquitted of all charges.  1stSgt Lietchy stated that he would check on my back pay question.  I told 1stSgt Lietchy that in February 1stSgt Casarez had me sign the roster for the termination of my SDA pay and he stated that if my legal matters were found not guilty than I would receive my SDA back pay.  I asked 1stSgt Lietchy if I could take my parents to OCS to see the area.  1stSgt Lietchy stated to wait a little while because the Commanding Officer and the SgtMaj were still at OCS.  After that comment I didn’t understand why it would be a bad situation to pass the CO or the SgtMaj in the area. It made me feel ostracized.
-As I was en route to OCS to show my parents where I worked 1stSgt Lietchy called my cell phone and told me that SgtMaj Ruff wanted me to clear out my locker and desk that same day.  SgtMaj told 1stSgt Lietchy since they were not going to be at work on Monday, I shouldn’t come in.  SgtMaj told 1stSgt Lietchy that he didn’t want me walking around the battalion talking to Marines.  1stSgt Lietchy told me to go straight to his office at 0800 on Tuesday.  1stSgt Lietchy also stated that he asked SgtMaj about my SDA back pay and SgtMaj said that I will not be receiving it.  SgtMaj told 1stSgt that whoever told me that I would get that money back didn’t have the authority to make that statement.  I felt that it was unjust that I had to leave the battalion after I was acquitted of all charges.  I felt that even though I was found acquitted the OCS command deck still believed the verdict was wrong and I should have been convicted of a Special Court Martial.  I believe it is unjust and unfair that I wasn’t able to be around the battalion by myself since I’ve been a Marine stationed there for 2 plus years.    

-On Tuesday, August 9th,  I reported to 1stSgt Lietchy at 0800.  I told 1stSgt Lietchy that I didn’t think it was fair that I had to come straight to his office and I couldn’t tell people good bye around the battalion.  Regardless of what anyone thinks OCS was my home for 26 months.  1stSgt Lietchy shook his head and said ok.  Shortly after 1stSgt walked me to the Athletic trainer to say good bye but he wasn’t there.  1stSgt and I looked thru the window on the front hatch and seen the CO talking to Chaplain Wiggins.  1stSgt Lietchy and I turned around and walked to the back hatch.  We walked to the battalion for my TAD orders.  I felt like I should be allowed to walk around the battalion freely without an escort to take me around.  

-Once I signed and received my TAD orders 1stSgt Lietchy told me to stand by while he stopped to talk to SgtMaj Ruff.  SgtMaj Ruff called me into his office with 1stSgt Lietchy and closed the door.  He told me that he remembers telling me that he had hoped that everything would turn out for the best and it did for me. He continued to state to me that I shouldn’t think that sending me out of the battalion is a punishment, it’s just that he, Sergeant Major, can’t have me walking around the battalion with the Marines (D.I’s) seeing me and think that it’s okay to violate the SOP.  They could think they can get away with it and make the comment, “take me to court martial and I’ll just get acquitted.”  SgtMaj stated that he has to maintain good order and discipline and even though he knows I would be a professional and not talk about my case he still needs to take me out of the battalion.  SgtMaj said that he had already received 10 phone calls about my court martial.  SgtMaj also stated to me that, “We both know you knew better but we also know that a jury didn’t want to convict you of a court martial.”  SgtMaj stated “Well you know they asked if they can still void your 0911 MOS but I told them, “No” because you were acquitted of a Court Martial.” SgtMaj asked if I had any questions and I asked him if he knows if I’ll be able to finish OCS with a 2nd tour award for a star on my ribbon.  He asked how many months I’ve been here and I stated 26 months and the tour is for 36 months with a submission of award after 30 months. He stated that he didn’t know because I haven’t been a Sgt Instructor so he will have to see how that works out later.  I felt that being taken out of the battalion before my time to rotate is biased.  I also told him that I was sorry and that I never meant to put him and the CO in a position to put me in a court martial.  I didn’t want him or the CO that I meant to disrespect them or anyone.  He asked me where I wanted to get stationed and I told him California. SgtMaj said he would call my monitor.  After this conversation with the SgtMaj I felt that in so many words he still thought I was guilty and didn’t approve of my court martial verdict.  He made me feel condemned as he didn’t want me in the battalion due to the fact that he didn’t want to deal with questions about what happened to me.  

-1stSgt walked me to the Px to see Sue the head civilian worker so I could give her a hug and say goodbye.  1stSgt walked me over to see the ATR again and he wasn’t there.  I was able to say good bye to Chaplain Wiggins and tell him thank you for everything.  1stSgt walked me over to Academics to talk to Capt DePriest about my fit rep and how I was going to be TD.  1stSgt Lietchy then walked me over to his office.  I stayed in the company office waiting to get the word to go to Headquarters battalion for the first half of the morning. 1stSgt got a hold of SgtMajor Moore’s secretary and sent me over there to meet him by 1300.  I told 1stSgt that I still needed to grab some files from my computer and he told me to call him in a few days and when I come over to OCS he can take me to grab my files on my computer.  Or to call him if I am going to medical.  I felt that I was treated unfair because I was still being escorted around the battalion and I needed an escort if I came back onto Brown field. 

-Wednesday morning, August 10th, 1stSgt Leitchy called me and told me that SgtMaj called my monitor and I have orders to 2nd MLG, CLR-27 and I will work for MSgt Barnes.  I asked 1stSgt if he knew what happened to my request for 1st MLG but all he said was that my monitor didn’t have any availability to California. I went to see my monitor at 1330 to discuss my orders and when I was due to check in to North Carolina.  My monitor, MSgt Jones stated to me that he understands that I want to get everything past me and move on from this and I had to ask him to stop because I told him I was acquitted of a court martial.  He said the SgtMaj told him that I had completed a successful tour but that the CO and himself have lost faith and confidence in me so I needed orders.  I would originally be able to execute orders January 2012 or May 2012.  After hearing that the SgtMaj told the monitor that the CO and himself lost faith and confidence in my abilities I felt like I was convicted of a court martial and banned from OCS.  I did not receive any adverse paperwork during my time at OCS and was told by the SgtMaj prior to my court martial that since I was doing good things for OCS and never dropped my pack, he wanted me to stay at OCS and work in curriculum.  I don’t understand why the SgtMaj wouldn’t tell me that he lost faith and confidence in my abilities.  I feel like the Command deck is treating me unfair because I haven’t been counseled or received any adverse paperwork during my tour aboard Quantico, Va.  I found it odd that the command’s first question towards me was where I wanted to rotate, when it is not even time for me to. 
-REQUESTED REMEDY/OUTCOME: 
I request all Marines at OCS to be treated fair and with respect.  If a Marine is found innocent at a court martial or NJP that they do not need an escort to walk around their workplace, especially to gather items left behind or to pay respect to fellow Marines by saying goodbye when leaving without conflict.  I request the command attempts to assist me and honor my request to the monitor for orders to a California duty station if they wish that I leave earlier than 30 months.  I request and deserve SDA back pay for the months it was put on hold while I was pending a court martial starting in February 2011.  Lastly, I request the 2nd award drill instructor ribbon that I deserve by completing a successful tour at OCS after 30 months or 36 months like all 0911 billets at OCS rate regardless of working directly with candidates or working in a supporting entity like Academics between cycles or in an off cycle.
