A good athlete can RUN a quarter mile (a couple of blocks) in about 75-90 seconds … on level terrain, during the day.  She would have us believe that she walked (page 30/60)  this couple of blocks on uneven terrain in the cold and dark after being beat up and very scared and concerned that 1Lt Burke might still be in the area (1:20 and 11:46) in one minute and 7 seconds (1:05  - the time that she was “standing in a bunch of trees” till 2:12 when she said “Wait a minute, it’s right here, it’s right here”)
