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1.  Thank you for the opportunity to stand here today.  The last year plus has been the darkest period of my life. It has however, given me time to reflect on my career and my assignment as the PMO at MCAGCC. As an officer and leader of Marines, I have always taken responsibility for anything that happened or failed to happen on my watch.  I have not had the opportunity to stand before you and take responsibility for the matters at hand, until now, and am appreciative for being allowed to do so in this venue instead of a GCM.  I submit this statement, along with the other documents provided, for your consideration as matters in extenuation and mitigation.  

2.  I accept full responsibility for anything true that has happened or failed to happen while I was the Provost Marshal aboard MCAGCC.  The charges before you, which I plead guilty to, now properly capture events which, according to various Marines interviewed by the IG, took place.  I was in charge at the time and accept that culpability.  
3.  Since the charges contain broad descriptions, I can provide additional details about each event for your information if you desire. These additional facts are not excuses or matters in defense. I can submit them if you need them in the hopes of painting a clearer picture of events covered in this NJP. 
4.  I have also provided a brief summary of my past assignments along with a list of some of the accomplishments achieved while here on MCAGCC as the Provost Marshal.  Finally, I have noted some personal matters I ask you to consider before you sentence me at this NJP.

6.  MITIGATING CIRCUMSTANCES FOR CONSIDERATION DURING SENTENCING:
a.  Grandmother was my dependent until early this year; when I had to put her in a nursing home in Roslyn, NY.  Taking care of her over the last 11 years cost me slightly over $110,000 and I am currently paying off the difference in her last resident physical therapy and initial nursing home costs. 

b.  I have incurred a considerable cost to retain my civilian attorney and am still paying off the balance; approximately 13K.

c.  Please consider as well that I have already been relieved; will have received two adverse reports potentially; will likely lose my selection to LtCol which is pending and any other potential promotion for which I would have been competitive; loss of the difference between a major's retirement versus that of LtCol or any other higher rank I may have potentially achieved; and this NJP on my record with any punishment you may award.

5.  Accordingly any leniency on the sentencing, which you may feel as appropriate, would be greatly appreciated and respectfully request I be allowed to remain on active duty to proudly and honorably serve until my retirement.  The Corps has been my life even beyond my last nearly 17 years of service and I am determined to continue to be productive and to continue to make significant contributions to the institution and our amazing country.  Thank you again for your time and consideration and I respectfully request to have an audience with you personally, one on one, post NJP.
