1.  Sir, as provided in the references, the defense now requests clemency in the above referenced case.  After a four year investigation and charges that included rape and attempted rape Capt Wacker was acquitted of all charges he was facing except that the panel found him guilty.
2.  After a career that saw a combat deployment, awarding of personal awards and meritorious masts for excellence; Sample’s ultimate crime was that he violated the Depot Order 1100.4B by falling in love with and having a sexual relationship with an applicant that he recruited.  He knows he failed himself, you and the Corps.  He is totally sorry and humbled.
3.  Sample asks you for forgiveness.  He also requests for the opportunity to stay in until his EAS in March 2013.  He also requests his rank reduction to Pvt from SSgt be disapproved in part so that he can at least serve as a Sergeant or even a Corporal and contribute at a level consistent with his best abilities.

4.  Even if you believe that Sample is undeserving of that grace, then Sample still asks for the opportunity to serve as a Pvt until his EAS.  He informs me that he has been working hard now since his December conviction for GySgt Choate, a supply chief at RS Indianapolis.  He is keeping his spirits high despite the humiliation of being transformed from a SSgt to a Pvt before the eyes of the Marines he used to lead.

5.  On behalf of Sample, please consider his request Sir to disapprove or suspended his rank reduction at least in part and to allow him to continue serving until at least his EAS of March 2013.  Thank you for your time.
