I am the retained civilian counsel for LCpl Litton.  I request a one day continuance of the Article 32 hearing currently scheduled for November 8, until November 9.  

LCpl Litton retained me to represent him a number of weeks ago.  At the time I was retained I requested and was granted delay of the Article 32 hearing until November 8, 2011.  A few days ago, I was informed that due to certain plea negotiations the Article 32 would be canceled.  I, accordingly, scheduled other matters on November 7 and 8.  On November 7, I have a hearing in U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia and will be meeting with a military officer client who has been authorized travel to VA from Kansas City specifically to meet and prepare for his upcoming trial.  On November 8, 2011, I anticipate a 39a on an emergency motion to relieve counsel.  The 39a should take place at either Quantico or the Navy Yard in Washington DC.
