1TV has become the fastest growing television channel in Afghanistan through its blend of fair and balanced news reporting, high-impact current affairs and social responsibility programming, live entertainment and mega-show productions, and 8 dubbed series from India and Turkey.  
To become the fastest growing channel, The channel introduced a number of “first-time milestones” to the viewers of Afghanistan:

· First channel to do a studio debate before 120 audience members (Kabul Debate)
· First channel to produce all original music for each of the 24 local studio productions 

· First channel to produce over 50 hours of original programming content each week
· First channel to produce a weekly strongest man competition (Ironman)

· First channel to produce a bi-weekly live-entertainment show designed to empower women and strengthen family relationships (Mozhdah)

· First channel to produce a mega game show (Del Na Del)

· First channel to produce a daily business show (Business Report)

· First channel to produce a daily women empowerment show (Image of Life)

· First channel to produce a daily news & current affairs hard talk show for daytime viewers (Morning Report)

1TV was established by Fahim Hashimy to provide Afghanistan with a channel that would unify Afghans and provide programming that would transcend racial and ethnic barriers in order to promote hope and peace.  The channel endeavors to create programs that promote human rights and inspires free and open expression. The members of the 1TV staff were recruited based on their vision to use their television production talents for the benefit of the country.

 The strength of the 1TV programming schedule is now demonstrated by the fact that two recent audience surveys have placed 1TV at the top of all television channels in Kabul.  

The owners of 1TV equipped the channel with a full array of high-end digital broadcast equipment.    With the state-of-the-art production facilities available to 1TV, the staff is able to create great content and provide Afghan viewers with programming that continuously lifts their hopes and aspirations.  The equipment available to 1TV includes over 325 square meters of sound studios; modern lighting and SFX systems; a large chroma-key wall with proper lighting, switchers, and video recognition capabilities; 16 Sony video cameras; 10 video edit stations; comprehensive dubbing systems; digital audio systems; track and dolly capabilities; and boom crane systems. 

1TV Media is owned by groupOne, an Afghan communications and Media Company that that was created by its Afghan investors with the vision of advancing principles of independence, human rights, freedom of speech and liberty for all Afghan people.  1TV strives to provide individuals and families with dynamic content that entertains, empowers, and enlightens day in and day out.

[image: image3.jpg]Grant of License: This License constitutcs an agreement betwecn an
approved enterprise and AISA, pursuant to which, the approved
enterprise may operate in the field specified, in accordunce with the
Investment Law and other commercial and financial legislation.

Obligation of License Holder: the holder of the license shall be obliged
to comply with the Constitution, Law and Regulations of the Islamic
Republic of Afghanistan. In case of any violation, ATSA may terminate,
confiscate, suspend, amend, nullify, invalidate or redistribute the license.

Prohibitions and Restrictions: Investment shall be prohibited in the
field of nuclcar cnergy, establishment of casinos, or similar
establishments, production of drugs (narcotics) or other intoxicants, or
other acts deemed a crime by the Penal Code. Investment in the fields of
production and sale of weapons, ammunition and explosive, non-
banking finance activities, insurance activitics, natural resources and
Infrastructure, including telecommunication [acilities, pipeline
construction and erection shall be subject to special (relcvant) laws.

Reporting: A license holder shall be obliged to notify AISA of any
change in ils ownership, capital structure, or contribution of additional
capital, address and structure of the company, commencement or delay
in activitjes of the company and the reasons therefore. In addition, s/he
shall s‘nb!fnit the companies' annual report within 90 days of the end of the
fiscal yedrto AISA (from 2 st of March until 20 of June).
