That e-mail request was sent to Sara Najar Wilson.  Upon being told not to give commentary Jandali took it as a disinvite.  Rifak and Jandali exchanged phone calls, the last of which became very heated and both parties began screaming and yelling.  After that conversation the two parties did not communicate.
At the Convention Rifka became the target of many in the community who took issue with the alleged dis-invite.  At the Convention Rifka assisted with “damage-control.” On Friday night, the 10th of June, Rifka, along with two other National Board members (Asaad Jebara, Jay Salkini), ADC-VP (Nabil Mohamad) and ADC Legal Director (Abed Ayoub), met at approximately 8:00 PM in an attempt to rectify the matter.  At the meeting it was decided that the Saturday Night Gala would open with the playing of Jandali’s song via YouTube. 
After the Convention Rifka continued to be attacked personally by community members who claimed he had alliances with the Syrian regime.  He participated in a General Assembly meeting on Sunday the 11th of June, and addressed the matter directly with ADC members.  There have been calls for his resignation --- he continues to serve as Chairman of the Board.
