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1.  Production request:  Regarding discovery, as provided in the references, the defense respectfully requests all documents for the following subject areas:

a. Notes from any command or NCIS investigator concerning this case.
b. Videos, photos or other recordings related to this investigation or case in anyway, specifically recorded NCIS interviews with witnesses and alleged victims.  Also, the defense requests a copy of receipts and the card allegedly stolen.
c. DNA, fingerprint or other forensic examinations or results, if they exist and related to this case in anyway.

d. The results of US v. Henthorn reviews for derogatory information for any NCIS agent or investigating officer that investigated this case, i.e. Agent Wheeler.

e. Criminal background information, checks and CLEOC searches (as conducted or to be conducted by NCIS, or other US governmental agencies or the USMC) for Andrew Sgt Johnson, Officer Ryan R. Flick, CID Agent D. S. Wheeler.
f. Derogatory information (criminal history, NJP’s, page 11’s, adverse fitness reports, firings from jobs, tickets, prison time, convictions, mental disorders, etc.) for Andrew Sgt Johnson, Officer Ryan R. Flick, CID Agent D. S. Wheeler.  The government is specifically requested to ask each of these individuals for this information and then to turn over the negative or positive results to the defense.
g. All evidence that the Government intends to introduce at trial or at sentencing.

Charge I, specification 2:

Why was it Egnash’s duty to report a lost ID card?  Specifically, what authority or order did he violate by not turning over the card?  When did Egnash come into possession of this card, i.e. what date in August?

Charge II, specification:

What specifically about Egnash’s statement was false?  The fact that he was planning to ECR the referenced card later?  The fact that he put the card into his issued Calls bag?  Or are both false according to the Government’s theory?

Charge III, Specification 1:

What was the value of the debit card?  Why did the card belong to Sgt Johnson and not PMCU?

Charge III, Specification 3:

Does the government contend that restitution still needs to be made by Egnash for this amount or has the bank already been reimbursed?
