Christopher Russell

Unemployed right now.

Currently live in Victorville, CA.

07 June.  Does not remember much.

Does not remember this whole thing that is going on.  Does not remember it at all.

NCIS interview.  I was fine, but confused.  It was so long after I got out.  With all the things I did overseas I had things running together.  I was comfortable.  I did not feel like they were putting words in my mouth.

Remembers IED.  Was in the back vehicle.  If I saw a map I could point it out.  We were right before a corner.  We were near the snake pit.

I heard IED, I saw it.  I was scout.  I was in the back.  My head was pointing out of the hatch.  

I remember Bohman being injured by that IED.

I don’t remember being ambushed after the IED.

I recall giving fire to a car that pulled up in front of my vehicle.  I was using an M4.  I disabled the car.  Others were shooting the car as well.  Car was showing hostile intent, don’t remember more, just remember firing.  I remember passenger getting out.  Passenger waled up to me.  He was 15 feet away from me.  He turned around and left.  

I could not tell you what Capt Card was doing during this engagement.

Nothing he did during this engagement stands out in my mind.  I don’t even remember seeing him during this.

I did not have a relationship with Capt Card.

I did not have any impressions about his style.  I remember that I did not like him, but I don’t remember why.

I never saw him engage anybody or anything like that.

I got out in 05.

My enlistment was over.

I have received treatment from VA for PTSD, back and knees since I got out.

My PTSD is based on a culmination of everything.

This experience was sort of the middle in relation to other traumatic experiences I had in Iraq.  

I only remember parts of this instance.

I remember engaging the car.  The next thing I remember is picking up Bohman.  We all went over by the C2 and smoked a cigarette.  That is all I remember.
