Subj:  PERSONAL STATEMENT
1. I accept Commanding General’s level NJP.  I fully accept the consequences of my actions and your judgment of me for my actions.  I also want to accept responsibility for being placed in this position of facing NJP again.  I apologize to yourself, the Corps and mostly the civilians and Marines I led at 9th MCD before my relief.
2.  I also understand that the leadership has the responsibility to investigate and uphold the UCMJ if alleged violations are found to have occurred.  I also understand that commissioned officers are given special trust and confidence, that perception is reality and ideally that an officer’s reputation and integrity should be impeccable.

3.  On 7 November 2009, the perception from subordinates is that my conduct departed from the ideal standard of that of a commissioned officer.

4.  On 7 November 2009, after the Marine Corps Ball, I was wearing my Marine Corps Dress Blue uniform at a dance club and later at a hotel.  I got drunk that night in front of subordinates that worked for me that included an enlisted and a civilian.  The perception is that I was drunk disorderly that night based on my behavior.  I understand those conclusions and acknowledge that I have a drinking problem, for which I am seeking treatment for.
5.  That night, I realize that I also passed out on the bed in a hotel room in front of an enlisted and a civilian that worked for me while in uniform.  I realize that because of my conduct, I was investigated by an IG team and ultimately relieved.  

6.  I have always maintained a positive disposition and strong belief that justice will prevail in this case.  I strongly regret not being able to close out my Marine Corps career within 9th MCD and WRR.  However, I also look forward to future challenges, whether in uniform or out.  It was always my intent to demonstrate to the command that my last tour in the Marine Corps would find me fully engaged and willing to support the command to the upmost of my abilities.  While it was noted that numerous improvements in the performance of both logistics and supply sections were observed (the sections I was in charge of), change is hard to come by for most, including myself.  Again, I accept full responsibility for my actions and offer myself up to you for disposition and judgment of those actions.
