1.  Pursuant to the references, the Defense in the case of United States v. Private First Class Aaron Wylde, USMC, respectfully requests that the persons named below are produced to testify during the trial and/or sentencing portion of the subject general court-martial.  The general court-martial is currently scheduled to commence on 19-22 October; it is requested that these witnesses be made available to appear on that date.

2.  The following are the witnesses requested by the Defense to testify at the trial or possible sentencing phase of the court-martial:

a.  Lisa Erickson, Civilian, (507) 896-3226, 613 S. Sheridan St, Houston, MN, 55943. Ms. Erikson has been a close friend of the Wylde family for several years. She may be called as a character witness on the merits or as a witness at sentencing, if necessary. Ms. Erickson will testify to PFC Wylde’s character for truthfulness and integrity. She has known PFC Wylde for four years and therefore has had adequate time to form the basis of this opinion. 
b.  Mr. Victor Urbina, Civilian, (408) 761-7415. 3245 Manda Drive. San Jose, CA 95124. Mr. Urbina has known PFC Wylde for the entirety of PFC Wylde’s life. PFC Wylde’s middle name, Victor, was given to honor Mr. Urbina. He may be called as a character witness on the merits or as a witness at sentencing, if necessary. Mr. Urbina has known PFC Wylde for every stage and milestone of his life. He is will testify to his honor and integrity.
c.  Ms. Amy Wylde, Civilian, (507) 584-0134. 105 N. Adams St, Elkton, MN, 55933. Ms. Wylde is PFC Wylde’s mother. She may be called as a character witness on the merits or as a witness at sentencing, if necessary. 
d.  Mr. John Wylde, Civilian, (507) 584-0134. 105 N. Adams St, Elkton, MN, 55933. Mr. Wylde is PFC Wylde’s father. He may be called as a character witness on the merits or as a witness at sentencing, if necessary. 
e.  Investigator James Williams, NAS Fallon, Criminal Investigations Division.  Investigator Williams was involved in the investigation at NAS Fallon. He his also the affiant for the Command Authorization for Search and Seizure signed by the Commanding Officer of NAS Fallon that was used to search PFC Wylde’s barracks room. He will be an important witness for trial on the merits. 
f.  Investigator Scott A. Whaley, NAS Fallon, Criminal Investigations Division. Investigator Whaley was involved in the investigation at NAS Fallon. He conducted interviews of the key witnesses in this case, including PFC Wylde. He will be an important witness for trial on the merits. 

3.  These witnesses are necessary and relevant to the defense for the subject court-martial.  No other witnesses have relevant knowledge equal to that of the requested witnesses.   

4.  Live testimony is the only true means of conveying the information pertaining to PFC Wylde’s alleged actions and possible defenses.  Therefore, the live testimony of the requested witnesses is necessary to protect PFC Wylde’s rights to a fair trial, to present a defense to the charges against him, and to present an effective case in extenuation and mitigation at sentencing, if needed.

5.  Please notify the defense in writing as soon as possible of your decision with respect to the requested witnesses.
