The government offers the twelve remaining specifications to the members as alternative forms of proof.

1.  If the members do not find the accused guilty of the charge of aggravated sexual assault they can find him guilty of 
a. abusive sexual contact, 
b. wrongful sexual contact, 
c. assault consummated by a battery, or 
d. indecent act. 

2. If the members do not find the accused guilty of any non-consensual sexual offense, they can find him guilty of 

a. adultery or 

b. the conduct unbecoming charge. 

3. If the members do not find the accused guilty of extortion they can still find him guilty of 

a. communicating indecent language.
