3. What do the members know about being wrongfully accused or even convicted of a crime?
4. Have any of the members had to field complaints from individuals stating that one of their Marines committed a crime? 

5. Have any of the members found out later that some of those complaints were unfounded?

6. Have any of the members found out that the individuals making complaints were lying in order to get what they wanted?   
7. Have any of the members ever been a victim of identify theft?
8. What do the members know about identity theft?

9. Do any of the members have experience with a person using another person’s cell phone without their permission?
10. What do the members think about a person using another person’s cell phone and sending text messages without their permission?

11. Wbat do the members think about really knowing who they are communicating with when they receive a text message?
12. Have any of the members ever had someone access their or a family member’s phone or online account without their permission?

13. Have any of the members ever heard of someone accessing a phone or online account without a person’s permission?
14. Are the members aware that a person that has access to another’s cell phone account can pretend that they are that person?
15. Do any of the members have any knowledge about how a person’s  cell phone could be accessed by someone other than themself?

16. Do any of the members know how easy it is to access another person’s cell phone account?

17. Have any of the members experienced that once a person tells a lie they are under pressure to continue to lie again and again to keep consistent with their initial story?
18. What do you think fraternization means?

19. What do you think dereliction of duty means?

20. What do you think about unit functions in the Marine Corps where alcohol is present?
21. Do the members agree or disagree that Maj Scarselli is innocent as he sits before you right now?
22. Do any of the members think that because he his charged and here that he must have done something wrong?

23. Do the members agree or disagree that Maj Scarselli is absolutely innocent until proven guilty?

24. Do all the members agree or disagree that the burden to prove Maj Scarselli guilty rests completely with the government?

25. What have the members been told about why they were selected to be members?

26. What instructions, if any, were the members given about sitting here today?
27. What have the members heard before today about this case?
28. What burden does the trial counsel have to prove Maj Scarselli guilty?

29. Do you agree or disagree that this means that there must be ZERO reasonable doubt in your mind that Maj Scarselli committed every single element of every single offense that you find him guilty of?

30. Do all the members understand that this standard is the highest standard we have in our justice system?

31. Do all the members agree or disagree that this standard is created to insure than an innocent man is not wrongfully convicted of a crime? 
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The Government requests that the military judge provide the following instructions to the members:

1. Instruction ………:  Affirmative Defenses:  Mistake of Fact

2. Instruction ………:  Good Military Character Evidence

3. Instruction 7-18:  Have you Heard Questions to Impeach Opinion

4. Instruction 7-7-1:  Credibility of Witnesses

5. Instruction 7-3:  Circumstantial Evidence

6. Instruction:  Prior inconsistent statements

7. Instruction:  Evidence of criminal conviction for crimes involving dishonesty
Special Instructions:

8. If the members have heard testimony from a government witness that has a motive to lie or fabricate, that may be considered as evidence for the defense and support that the Government has not proved an element of a specification charged beyond a reasonable doubt.

9. To find Maj Scarselli criminally derelict in his duties, you must find beyond a reasonable doubt that his dereliction was criminally negligent and not the result of ineptitude or some unintentional oversight.  For example, a recruit who has tried earnestly during rifle training and throughout record firing is not derilect in the performance of duties if the recruit fails to qualify with the weapon.

10. The Due Process Clause of the Constitution, U.S. Const. amend. V, protects a defendant from conviction except upon proof beyond a reasonable doubt of every fact necessary to constitute the crime with which he is charged.  U.S. v. Neal, 68 M.J. 289 (CAAF 2010).
11. “(A) violation of Article 92(2), UCMJ, requires proof of an additional element, that the accused had knowledge of the order…”  U.S. v. Mease, 57 M.J. 686, 689 (N.M.Ct.Crim.App.,2002).
12. The members may find Maj Scarselli not guilty of ALL or ANY of the offenses charged; however if the members find that Maj Scarsell is guilty beyond a reasonable doubt, they may find Maj Scarselli either guilty of the Article 92 hazing specifications as stated or guilty of the Article 93 cruelty maltreatment charges as stated or not guilty to both of those charges or any other charges if they so decide.  However, the members may in no case find Maj Scarselli guilty of both the Article 92 hazing charges as stated and the Article 93 cruelty maltreatment charges as stated.  

13. Before the members can convict Maj Scarselli of any charge or specification, they must find that Maj Scarselli is guilty beyond a reasonable doubt for every single element of the specification that they are convicting him on.

14. Because Maj Scarselli may or may not take the stand, the members must not and cannot in any way consider or use that fact to the detriment of Maj Scarselli and his case.

15. Before any evidence is heard, Maj Scarselli must be considered by the members as absolutely innocent.
16. The entire burden in this case is upon the Government, not the defense.  Maj Scarselli must be found not guilty if his defense puts on no evidence, but you believe that the Government has not proved every element of any specification charged beyond a reasonable doubt.  

17. The burden of beyond a reasonable doubt is an enormous one and is the highest standard of proof in our judicial system.  To find Maj Scarselli guilty beyond a reasonable doubt, you must be absolutely convinced that there is no possible other reasonable explanation other than that Maj Scarselli is guilty.  

18. Regarding the dereliction of duty charges:  A superior cannot be found guilty of a subordinates misconduct unless the superior knew or should have known of the subordinates’ misconduct and failed to take action to halt or terminate the subordinate’s misconduct.
