Subj: RESULTS OF INTERVIEW OF MS CHRISTINA RODRIGUEZ
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1.  On 19 October 2010, I spoke with Christina Rodriguez regarding the information contained in enclosure (1).  I had some difficulty getting in contact with her due to her work schedule and time difference. This memorandum summarizes the information she relayed to me.   

2.  Psychological Issues.  Ms. Rodriguez believes that Sgt Dela Cruz is violent and has some psychological issues.  She bases this on things he has said to her.  An example she provided is a comment Sgt Dela Cruz made when she complained about her daughter’s boyfriend.  He stated to her “he’s the kind of person you want to kidnap and rape so that you can show him what a bitch he is.”  She felt this comment was made without jest. uncond IF  = "cond" "3.  In the event my request for separation with no less than a general (under honorable conditions) characterization of service is denied, I retain the right to request a hearing before an administrative discharge board." "" 

 

3.  Gambling Addiction.  Ms. Rodriguez claims that Sgt Dela Cruz has a gambling addiction.  She relayed that he gambled away his entire reenlistment bonus in two days.  She further stated that she has discussed this gambling addiction with SgtMaj Cook (2/1) who knows Sgt Dela Cruz and is also aware of his gambling addiction. 
4.  Comments Regarding Haditha.  Sgt Dela Cruz told Ms. Rodriguez that he was not supposed to be discussing the case.  He continually did so anyway.  He told her that the unit that they replaced had suffered a great number of casualties and that they entered the AOR with high anxiety.  He also told her he did not believe (then) Sgt Wuterich was exacting revenge upon anybody as a result of the IED that struck the convoy.  Rather, he thought Sgt Wuterich was inexperienced and the situation ran away from him.  
5.  Intent to Profit.  Sgt Dela Cruz told Ms. Rodriguez that, once the case is over, he intends to seek a “book deal” as a result of his role.  Further, he intends to be an actor and would like to play himself in any movie that would be made from his book.
6.  Lying to Protect Himself.  Ms. Rodriguez stated that Sgt Dela Cruz told her he was left behind for questioning when other members of his unit departed.  He told her that, at that time, he “lied to protect himself.”

7.  Potential BAH Fraud.  Sgt Dela Cruz told Ms. Rodriguez that he is collecting BAH fraudulently.  He told her that he lives in the barracks because he “knows someone” who got him a room.  He told her that he receives BAH for living out in town with a dependent spouse.  He further told her that his dependent spouse is an illegal alien.

8.  Financial Dispute with Sgt Dela Cruz.   Ms. Rodriguez lent Sgt Dela Cruz some money.  He did not pay her back.  She addressed it with SgtMaj Cook who supposedly called Sgt Dela Cruz into his office to straighten this out.  Sgt Dela Cruz told SgtMaj Cook that he paid the money back to Ms. Rodriguez.  When asked to produce receipts, Sgt Dela Cruz produced some older receipts that were not for the sum that he owed her at the time.  When SgtMaj Cook confronted him on that, “changed his story.”  Ms. Rodriguez currently has a civil suit filed against Sgt Dela Cruz in Chicago.  I have attempted to reach Sgt Maj Cook to corroborate, however, I believe him to be forward deployed and I have not been able to reach him yet.

9.  Opinion as to Character for Truthfulness.  I asked Ms. Rodriguez about Sgt Dela Cruz’s character for truthfulness.  She stated that she believes he is “untruthful” and that he “lies to save his ass.”
