Plaintiffs are granted leave to commence discovery immediately, including the deposition of Defendant, before the preliminary injunction hearing.

5. 
This order shall remain in full force and effect until this court specifically orders otherwise.

6. 
Defendant shall show cause before this court on August 20, at 10:00 a.m. why a preliminary injunction should not be ordered according to the terms and conditions of the temporary restraining order.

7. 
Plaintiff must serve a copy of the pleadings in this case and this order on Defendant by August 13, 2010.
