There is no other pending or resolved civil action arising out of the transaction or occurrence alleged in the complaint.

JURISDICTION

Defendants are a private citizen residing in Dearborn, Michigan and a Michigan corporation doing business in the city of Dearborn.  Plaintiff is a Washington DC corporation that transacts in business in the State of Michigan.  The parties entered into an oral agreement for the purchase and sale of goods in the city of Dearborn.  The goods were delivered to the Defedants in the city of Dearborn.
COMPLAINT

Plaintiff states:

Common Allegations

1. Plaintiff is a Washington, DC corporation.

2. Defendants conduct regular and systematic business in Wayne County, Michigan.

3. The amount in controversy does not exceed $25,000.

Count I Breach of Contract Claim

4. Plaintiff incorporates by reference paragraphs 1 through 3.

5. On or about June 22, 2009, Plaintiff delivered to Defendants goods consisting of forty (40) cases of large “coco nara” natural charcoal, twelve (12) cases of small “coco nara” natural charcoal, and one hundred (100) Egyptian hookahs with a value of $6,064.50 pursuant to an oral contract between the parties.
6.  Defendants tendered to Plaintiff two bank checks with a face value of $2500.00 and 3,564.50 as full payment for the goods received by Defendants.

7.  Defendants requested from Plaintiff that the $3,564.50 check be held until July 1, 2009.

8.  On July 26, 2009, Defendants’ check for $3564.50 was returned to Plaintiff for insufficient funds.

9.  Plaintiff made numerous attempts between July and December 2009 to collect the debt by calling and sending correspondence to the Defendants, including delivery confirmed U.S. mail.
10.  Defendants refuse to pay despite acceptance of the goods.  MCL 440.2607
11.Defendants breached the contract by refusing to perform per the agreement of the parties.

Count II Fraudulent Misrepresentation
12. Plaintiff incorporates by reference paragraphs 1 through 11.

13. Defendants intentionally made false representations of material facts to Plaintiff regarding the availability of funds to pay for the good received.

14. Defendants’ representations were false when they were made.

15. Defendants knew that their representations were false when they were made or made them recklessly, without knowing whether they were true.

16. Defendants intended that Plaintiff rely on the representations.

17. Plaintiff relied on Defendants’ false representations in delivering the goods.

18. As a result of Defendants’ fraudulent misrepresentations, Plaintiff has suffered substantial economic losses.

Count III Conversion
19. Plaintiff incorporates by reference paragraphs 1 through 18.

20.  Plaintiff is the rightful owner of the chattel consisting of 84 boxes of natural charcoal.  
21.  Defendants used false pretenses to wrongfully receive the chattel by promising to pay for the value of the chattel.
22.  Defendants disposed of the chattel by selling it to a third party or parties.

PLAINTIFF REQUESTS that this court enter judgment in his favor and against Defendants in the amount of $3,563.50, plus interest at the statutory rate from the date of filing.  Plaintiff also requests that this court award treble damages, attorney’s fees and any other and different relief as the court deems warranted.
