
AFFIDAVIT
AFFIANT, being first duly sworn, deposes and says of her own personal knowledge:

1.  My name is Michael Orman. I am a retired Marine Corps Master Sergeant.  I retired from Active duty on____________.

2.  My last billet on active duty was as the Operations Chief for Recruiting Station Orange, 12th Marine Corps District, Western Recruiting Region.  I served in that billet from _______ to ________.  One of the recruiting substations (RSS) that I was respoensible for is RSS Costa Mesa which was under the leadership of Sgt Jose Brito.  On or about November 4, 2008, I was notified that Alicia Clanton, who was a Marine Corps applicant, failed the drug urinalysis test on October 28, 2010, when she was undergoing processing at the Military Enterence Processing Station (MEPS).  

3.  Based on the command policy as drafted in a White Letter and signed by, then, RS C.O. Major Stehle, any applicant who fails a drug urinalysis is immediately dropped from the pool, from further processing, and from all attempts at recruiting.  

4.  On or about November 4, 2010, I notified Sgt Brito that his applicant Alicia Clanton was dropped on October 28, 2010, due to a urinalysis failure.  To the extent that there is a difference in the date when a recruit is dropped at the Recruiting Station and when the disqualification is entered into the system at the District level, those differences in dates are not transparent to the recruiters.  At the RS, we are concerned with numbers at our level.  Sgt Brito’s RSS would have experienced a simultaneous increase in their mission numbers commensurate with the date Alicia Clanton was dropped when she failed the urinalysis regardless of when the applicant is dropped from the rolls at District.
5.  It is my understanding that processing at the District level is sometimes delayed so as not to negatively affect mission completion numbers.  Those dates, however, have nothing to do with whether an applicant continues to be eligible.  It was the policy and understanding at the RS and among its recruiters that if an applicant fails a urinalysis, that applicant is disqualified the same day as the drug urinalysis failure.
