I was standing duty for 25 minutes while the DNCO and the ADNCO went to get a No Pay Due brief with the 1stSgt.  The Marines were coming into the building with Capt Kraics and she signaled for me to follow her to her office.  I walked in and she closed the door.
She asked me how I was doing and I look like I was happier and more relaxed than the last time that she talked to me last month.  She said that she worried about me and wanted to see if I was doing okay.  I told her I was staying motivated and that I hired a civilian lawyer named Mr. Faraj.  She said that she knew of you because of the Haditha cases.  We talked about her daughter and if she was thinking about having another baby.  We also talked about my family and my parent’s 40th wedding anniversary coming up and how was my job going in academics.  We talked about how I was going to try and run a 300 PFT this May.     
She asked me if I had seen GySgt Davis.  I told her that I overheard that she was filling in as a Staff non-fire for someone at the range.  She said that was odd.  She asked me if I had seen GySgt Davis around OCS with any of our prior candidates from the fall hanging out like they were friends. I told her no, I hadn’t seen anything.  But I seen one of our prior candidates (Hetsko) at the main side medical and shook her hand and said Congratulations and was professional with her.  I also seen another candidate (Riner) at OCS medical but didn’t say anything to her because I was waiting to see the doctor.  When I told her about Candidate Riner she shook her head like she knew that Riner came to OCS for medical.  She said to keep an eye out and to be careful around GySgt Davis.  (It seemed as though she knew something about our prior candidates and Gy Davis having a friendship like they are bff’s and are on a first name basis.) She said things were coming to light. 
She asked me what kind of relationship I have with prior candidates that I have trained.  I told her that I do not allow them on my face book or my space and that I always tell them if they need me I am on the GAL or they can message me thru FB but I will never friend them on personal accounts.  She asked me if I did because I didn’t feel it was right.  I told her that it is the only time in the world that I can be Marina, SSgt Lopez or a regular person.  They didn’t need to see that part of my life because I was a Sgt Instructor and a professional with them.  They’ll never have to question that I am anything else other than a mentor and a leader of Marines.  I will always be there for them but not as there friend and its clear to them I am like that.  She said she has seen that the candidates that have graduated have face books and that they are not conducting themselves as a Marine officer should.  She said she questions what happened when we got sat down because of actions of GySgt Davis. 
She told me that she was ease dropping on a conversation that myself and GySgt Davis were having and heard me say the comment to Gy Davis that she was a Mama Bear.  Do I feel that because Gy Davis was too laid back and did it affect training the candidates or me doing my job?  I told her that it wasn’t only the fact that Gy Davis was laid back it was the fact that she was lazy, didn’t care and that she was never around to help with the candidates.  Gy Davis made comments to me that “I’m just not into the platoon this cycle” and “I just don’t feel like being out there with them”…I felt that she was taking advantage of the fact that she KNEW I would work because I’m not lazy.  Gy Davis wanted to say that I was lazy in the investigation which was completely untrue.   Capt Kraics said that Gy Davis was VERY adamant about GySgt Janet Angell working with us for the fall cycle.  I told her I didn’t understand why she was acting like that either.  Capt Kraics said that because of the investigation going on with the Gy Angell and her husband and involving GySgt Davis she feels as though that had something to do with it.   I told her maybe it did but I don’t know anything about that.  She asked if I knew if Gy  Davis and Gy Angell were friends and I said, yes they were.  She said that in her other investigation that she conducted on the Angells that Gy Davis denied being friends with them.  I told her well that is a lie because they have been friends since the summer of 2009 when I first got to OCS and seen a picture of those two on her desk in the winter of 2009.  I told her that I would make fun of Gy Davis for being friends with Gy Angell because Gy Angell was always on light duty and never wanted to work on a platoon but wanted to get SDA pay for sitting in academics.  She said that it makes sense because in her other investigation there were some pieces she couldn’t put together because she didn’t know Gy Davis worked with Gy Angell summer of 2009.  

I told her that Gy Davis was very manipulative and I only realized it recently because of an issue we had with our fitness reports in fall of 2009.  She received a low fit rep from our Capt and made a big deal about it and the Capt ended up changing them.  I didn’t agree with my fit rep but I didn’t think that the Capt would change them and I just wanted to know what I could do better next time.  Gy Davis gave me the PERB to get mine fixed and told me that it needed a letter from the Capt and then all I do is turn it in.  I was never able to turn it in due to starting work in the summer and kept asking the capt if she would write the letter for me but she didn’t know which letter I was talking about.  I worked in the Fall kept asking Gy Davis to bring in her letter so that I can show the Capt.  I got sat down and still needed it fixed and when I finally had the letter from the Capt I took it to MMER to correct and they told me that I needed the RO’s comments to concur and why did I believe that the fit rep should be changed.  At no time did Gy Davis tell me that she had to go thru so many steps and drama and I feel as though she was out for herself.  She only worked for a fit rep.  Capt Kraics said that she never knew that Gy Davis and Capt Smith had that going on.  She also said that Capt McCollum, my summer 2010 Platoon commander, had talked to Capt Kraics and had told her that she wasn’t surprised that stuff happened in the fall because Gy Davis and her had butted heads pretty bad.  I told her that they did but I didn’t mind her.  I was always trying to talk to the Plt Cmdr because I didn’t want her to look like she didn’t know what she was doing in front of the Candidates because they want to be like her one day.  Capt Kraics said she felt that she wished someone would’ve just said something to her about how Gy Davis was in prior cycles.  Not to be biased but because she wanted to be warned.  
She asked how many cycles had I worked with Gy Davis and I told her 3.  I told her that the 1stSgt and Company GySgt in fall of 2009 had to tell her she was basically lazy and needed to step it up in some way.  Capt Kraics said that she had drama during the fall cycle with Gy Angell because Gy Angell had sent fire watch off for liberty and she was pissed because why would Gy Angell even do that.  She said that she called Gy Davis in and Gy Davis made the comment that she was in Fredericksburg and Capt Kraics said she didn’t care and to come in.  Capt Kraics said that she came in and she chewed her out and Gy Davis started crying and said it wouldn’t happen again. Capt Kraics said that she was tired of hearing Gy Davis say “it won’t happen again”.   She said that she had seen the findings of my investigation recently and that it says that Gy Davis knew of violations that were happening and didn’t report them.  I told her that I tried to talk to the 1stSgt about Gy Davis being out of control lazy but he was no where to be found. She asked if there should be procedures between the Plt Sgt and Plt Cmdr or how a Plt Sgt was with the platoon or if we just got on a one hat rotation too soon.  I told her that the PltSgt should always be around no matter what.  It is important for candidates to see that the Plt Sgt (the senior enlisted advisor) is with the Plt Cmdr.  They should be two peas in a pod.  But Gy Davis didn’t lead by example because she didn’t do the Tarzan course and Quigley and wasn’t at drill because of Candidate record books that needed to get done.  She said that the candidates were the ones that were sorting papers out for those books. I told her that they weren’t supposed to be because all the other platoon sergeants do it themselves.  
 She said that the candidates would say that they were scared of me and do I think that it’s because I wasn’t laid back like Gy Davis.  I told her I don’t know why they thought that but Gy Davis had made a comment to me one time laughing saying that candidate Finley thought that I look scary when I’m mad.  I got upset at Gy Davis and asked her why she said that because I don’t want candidates to fear me I want them to respect me.  Capt Kraics said that little things like that could’ve been looked into and at least addressed to see why she thought that.  I told her that I demanded from the platoon and would never lie to them and won’t sugar coat how difficult it is being in the Marine Corps.  I told them I would train them like they were Marines not like candidates.  
We talked about GySgt Davis sitting happy in Academics and that it wouldn’t be safe that she worked in the summer.  She said that she had talked to the Command deck and said that she didn’t think Gy Davis should work in the summer.  

Capt Kraics said that she had seen my charge sheet when she spoke to Capt White because he had showed her and that 2 things stuck out one-denying medical attention and second- not allowing enough to hygiene.  I told her I don’t know how denying medical attention got there because I didn’t do that.  An actually Gy Davis denied candidate Ayala medical attention and because I was in the vicinity they blamed me.  Than I said I didn’t do the hygiene thing because I always told them to get in the showers and I’m going to go and get the mail.  It would take me 10 minutes or more to get the mail.  I told her I didn’t know if they expected 30 minute showers or what?  She said that with this group, YES they did.  I didn’t know what they did on Gy Davis’s duty night but my night had structure from cleaning weapons, preparing for inspection, hygiene, mail call, bolt and bore check or other specific things.  I think they probably didn’t do that at all with Gy Davis because she didn’t care.   She was upset that some of the things were on the charge sheet like staying up in the middle of the night because as soon as it happened I told Capt Kraics and Gy Davis and she questioned the platoon and they said it was voluntary.  She said she didn’t like how they complained about it and tried to say something about it after the fact even though she looked into it.  She said that she had already told Capt White she would take the stand and say that it didn’t happen the way the candidates are saying. She said that the charges that she has against me she can’t remember any of them except the one about getting the candidates inside the house because it was after the 5 mile run.  I didn’t say anything.  She said but the things dealing with Gy Kelton and her talking about her to the platoon and stuff dealing with disrespect she did not like at all.  She thinks I have a good heart and that I actually really care about my job and I’m a hard worker.

I told her that my lawyer said that I wasn’t supposed to be talking to her about my case.  She said she understood and she just wanted to see that I was doing okay because some nights she is awake thinking about how all of this could have been prevented.  I told her that everything was going to be alright and that I have to fight even if it means that I have to get out of the Marine Corps tomorrow.  I told her that whatever the outcome I have to at least I fight as hard as I can.  She told me that if I need anything to let her know.
