Dear Abed:


I am writing to follow up with you again about the required disclosures that we must make under Rule 26 of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure. In pertinent part, the rule requires that we disclose the following information to the opposing party:

1.  The names, addresses and telephone numbers of any and all persons with discoverable information, and a summary of what the discoverable information is that could be used to support our defenses, unless that information is to be used in rebuttal; and

2. A copy—or a description by category and location— of all documents, electronically stored information, and tangible things that the disclosing party has in its possession, custody, or control and may use to support its defenses, unless those documents are to be used in rebuttal.

I am concerned that we are now about a week late in providing these required disclosures, and we must provide this information as soon as possible.  I am providing you a list of questions to assist you in gathering the information needed for the disclosures, as follows:
1. Who are the individuals, either staff or Board Members, of the ADC who had any contact with Mr. Jandali leading up to the June 11, 2011 event? Also include anyone who communicated about the event with Mr. Jandali after the June 11 event up until he filed suit. Please provide each person’s name, address, phone number and title (ie, Board Member, Staff).

2. Of the people identified in your answer to Question 1 above, what was the nature of the contact each had with Mr. Jandali? Did they speak on the phone? Were there emails?  Was any correspondence exchanged? What did they say to each other (include the date and who the sender/recipient of each communication was)? Please provide a copy of any email or letter sent and a summary of any telephone conversation.

3. Who at the ADC was responsible for imbedding Mr. Jandali’s performance of “Watani Ana” into the ADC’s website, emails and social media posts? Please provide the name, address, phone number and title of this person(s) and a brief summary of what happened.

4. Who at the ADC played the YouTube post of Mr. Jandali’s performance of “Watani Ana” at the June 11, 2011 event?  How was the decision made to do this? Who made the decision? What version of the YouTube post was played at the conference?  Please provide the name, address, phone number and title of each person who was involved and a summary of what each knows about what happened.

5. We need copies of any and all correspondence with Mr. Jandali, and if possible, any social media posts, printouts of the website or other electronic media including the imbedded link to Mr. Jandali’s performance of “Watani Ana.”  If at all possible, we need a printout of the YouTube performance of the song that was used on June 11, 2011.

6. Was there ever any communication from Mr. Jandali or anyone on his behalf to ADC requesting that the ADC remove the link to his YouTube post from its electronic communications/website?  We would need to know who at ADC would have knowledge of whether or not he had told the ADC to stop broadcasting his YouTube link, including name, address, phone number and title and a brief statement about what happened.

7. Was there any communication with Mr. Jandali prior to June 11, 2011 from ADC about its intention to simply play his YouTube post at the conference in his absence?  If so, need the name, address, phone number and title of such person(s) and a brief statement about what happened.

For our own purposes, we need a timeline of what happened from the initial invitation of Mr. Jandali through the date that he decided not to come to the June 11, 2011 event.  Please include the dates that each thing happened and who would have been present for each event on the timeline.
